Pupil Voice Week 2016

This assembly script acts as guide to delivering the assembly PowerPoint provided. This assembly resource is designed to highlight the importance of your pupils talking to you about any issues. The script and the PowerPoint use examples of bullying and cyberbullying as key discussion points about why it is good to talk about them but please choose issues and topics which are most relevant to you and your school and adapt the structure and PowerPoint to suit*

Good morning everybody! This week is pupil voice week and our school is going to be supporting pupil voice week and encouraging you to talk about issues that may affect you.

This might be in school or at home, it might be that you’ve fallen out with your friends and your upset, or that you are being bullied but are too scare to tell somebody about it!

The purpose of this week is to highlight the importance of telling someone if you feel down or lonely, sad or unhappy because it’s good to talk about things.

It’s also good to talk about positive things that you enjoy with your friends, at school or at home and to encourage and support others around you!

Every day 160,000 children aged 5 to 19 are too scared to go to school.
-Talk about what this means

43% of young people have been bullied
-Talk about the effects this can have on someone

1 in 5 young people suffer from cyberbullying every single day.
-Discuss what this means

But, only 1 in 10 young people talk to someone.
-Get 10 children to stand up and only 1 of them to raise their hand to show just how little children and young people tell someone if they have an issues in school.
-Reinforce that you as a teacher and that all other teachers are always ready to listen if anybody wants to talk to you.

I am going to ask you a couple of questions to test you and to see if you are awake! All these questions may seem simple it is very important that you know who you should talk to and why you should talk to someone if you’re not happy. 

Q. What should you do if you’re being bullied or cyber bullied? (change slide to suit chosen topic)
 A. Always tell someone

Q. Who should you tell?
[bookmark: _GoBack]A.  Teacher, parent, adult, friend (add more depending on your schools support network.
Q. Why should you tell someone?
A. Teachers and adults can help! We’ll do our very best to help resolve any problems to make you feel happier and safer.
It’s is important to speak to teachers when possible. Whether it is for yourself or on behalf of a friend.
Discuss with the person next to you how you’d feel if they saw you being bullied and didn't stand up on your behalf and tell someone

Talking to someone about problems at school or at home is very important. 
-Explain to your pupils that it doesn’t matter how big or small and issues is in their mind, always talk to someone about it.

This week we are going to be using the word NOISE as part of pupil voice week. NOISE stands for.

Noise is better than silence
Overcome your worries
Issues can be solved
Speak up
Eliminate your concerns

I’m now going to ask you all some questions, When I read the answer out to you I want you to put your hand up for which answer you think is correct.

Q. How would you react if someone pushes you over in the playground
	A. Push them back
	B. Always tell someone

Q. How would you react if you see someone getting bullied at lunchtime 
	A. Join in with the bully
	B. Stand back and ignore it
	C. Always tell someone

Q. How would you react if someone sent you a nasty snapchat or Instagram message.
	A. Always tell someone
	B. Send them one back
	C. Just ignore it 

Throughout the week (or today depending on when you are going to be using the pupil voice week resources) we are going to be doing a number of activities in class to raise awareness of the importance of you all speaking about problems or issues that you are facing or may face at any point in your life.
