Good morning everybody! Today I'd like to talk about something really important...* i.e. bullying, racism, cyber-bullying, etc...*.

By a show of hands, how many here today have experienced or witnessed bullying before? 

*You and your staff can raise your own hands*. 

I have too, and it's not very nice. Can somebody tell me what you should do if you see or experience bullying? 

Exactly right, tell a teacher, but there are some of us here today that might not be confident enough to do that, so today I want to introduce you to tootoot, which will help us all make the school a better place for everyone and provide you with a voice to speak up about your worries.

I'm just going to show you a little video about tootoot, I want you to watch carefully because I'm going to ask a few questions about it in a couple of minutes, OK?

*The video will play for the next few minutes*

So, tootoot is an anonymous website that you will be able to log into, and tell your teachers if you're worried about anything at all. It might not just be bullying, it could be a problem at home, or about a friend, anything at all that you're worried about, you'll be able to log in and tell us about it in confidence. Your messages will only come to the teachers at our school, no one else will ever see them.

Now I said tootoot is anonymous, can anybody tell me what this means? 

Exactly right, it means that when you first tell us about your worry, we don't know who you are, so you won't be scared or worried about speaking up. But don't misuse the system, because if you do, we CAN find out who you are. Similarly, if what you tell us puts yourself or someone else in danger and is really serious, we will also be able to find out who you are, ok? It's all about keeping you safe.

Tootoot isn't just a website though, how many here have a smartphone or tablet at home? 

Wow, lots of you! I didn't have anything like that when I was your age! Well you can also get tootoot on your smartphone or tablet in the app store, and you can log into it exactly the same way as you can on the website.

We're launching tootoot here so that you can all feel safe in school. We don't want ANYTHING getting in the way of your learning at Demo, that's the most important thing to us, and I want you to know that tootoot is there for you to use whenever you need it.

Now I'm going to test your listening skills, can somebody tell me why you could use tootoot? That's brilliant, exactly right. And now can somebody tell me how you log into tootoot? Correct, that's right - to remind you, go to tootoot.co.uk, click login, select our school from the list and then log in.

You'll get access to tootoot very soon. You'll be given your usernames and passwords to your form teacher, and they'll hand them out in the next few days. If you check your school email addresses, we'll also be sending you them on there too, so keep an eye out for them.
