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This assembly script acts as a guide to delivering an assembly about Positive Communities. 

This assembly resource is designed to help you celebrate Pupil Voice Week 2018 and raise awareness of the theme ‘Use Your Voice’. 

There is a PowerPoint that compliments the assembly script, please do adapt this script and the PowerPoint to best suit your pupils and your school. 

Slide 1
This week is Pupil Voice Week! 

The theme is ‘Use Your Voice’, all week we will be talking about the different ways you can use your voice. There will be fun activities in class and special tasks for you to complete!

Slide 2
Today in assembly we’re going to talk about how we can use our voices to create positivity in the communities we are a part of. 

Slide 3
Hands up, would anyone like to share with us any clubs or organisations they are part of? 

Slide 4
Wow, there are so many different clubs that you all are part of. Fantastic! 

Slide 5
All of these groups are so different! But, they all have one thing in common… the children that are part of the groups have a shared interest. 

You might not think it, but all of these groups are communities in their own right! Another community that is really special is our school community! 

Just like in other communities, the way we behave in our school community affects others. That is why we should always treat others with respect and kindness. 

Slide 6
Emma Watson, Rosa Parks, Malala Yousafzai and Martin Luther King Jr. – What do all these people have in common? 

Answer: They all used their voices to create a positive change in their communities! 

Emma Watson created a campaign #HeForShe that has campaigned for Gender Equality, whilst Malala Yousafzai has campaigned to get access to education for the millions of girls worldwide who do not have access.
Slide 7
You might be thinking that you can’t make a difference until you’re older…. So I thought I would show you Sophie Cruz. She was just 5 when she used her voice to make a positive change for her family and her community! 

She now uses her voice to advocate for immigration rights in the US – we are never too young to use our voice to make our communities a happier and safer place to be!

Slide 8
Now time for some reflection… close your eyes and think about the communities that you are part of, think about all the times you used your voice in a positive way. How did that make you feel? 

Slide 9
Now a task to take away! I would like you to use your voice in one (or more!) ways to make a positive difference in the school community. 

It might be telling your teacher that you really enjoyed their lesson, or it might be speaking up if someone says something that makes you feel upset. 

Slide 10
Always remember, if there is anything that makes you feel unhappy or unsafe in school this term you should always tell someone. 

You can tell a teacher, a trusted adult or tootoot! 

Speaking up will mean your problems can be sorted out quicker.

Slide 11
Let’s recap what we have discussed:

It is great to be part of communities, both in and out of school. 

We should always use our voices to be positive in our communities. 

It something makes you feel unhappy or unsafe then you should always use your voice.
